	SUBJECT INTENT:
	Intention 1:
To build an English curriculum which develops learning and results in the acquisition of knowledge and skills that can be applied.
To design a curriculum with appropriate subject knowledge, skills and understanding in Speech and Language, Reading and Writing as set out in the National Curriculum so that children can reach and exceed their potential at New Woodlands School and beyond.

Intention 2:
To build a curriculum which develops a love of reading to enhance learning.
To design a curriculum which has reading at its core across all curriculum areas. Through choosing quality texts, we intend to develop a love of reading and allow children to recognise the pleasure they can get from their reading, as well as an understanding that reading allows them to discover new knowledge, revisit prior knowledge, understand more about what they learn and experience new worlds fuelling their imagination for ideas to use in their own work.

Intention 3: 
To provide opportunities across all curricular areas for the development and application of Speaking, Listening and Writing skills to help all pupils learn.

	Building on… 
In this year pupils will continue to work on their letter formation and will be taught how to form letters correctly both upper case and lower, numbers. They will be taught using the handwriting families. Pupils will be taught how to sit comfortably and correctly at a table with the correct pencil grip. 
In this year children will build on their ability to sound and blend unfamiliar words. They will continue to learn new grapheme-phoneme correspondences and revise and consolidate those learnt earlier. Pupils in this year will consolidate their learning of Phase 2 Letters and Sounds phonics (s, a, t, p, i, n, m, d, g, o, c, k, ck, e, u, r: h, b, f, ff, l, ll, ss) and be taught Phase 3 (j, v, w, x, y, z, zz, qu, ch, sh, th, ng, ai, ee, igh, oa, oo, ar, or, ur, ow, oi, ear, air, ure, er) to help consolidate this learning pupils will also be taught Phase 4 (adjacent consonants) and introduced to Phase 5 (alternative pronunciations and ay, oy, wh, a-e,  
ou, ir, ph, e-e,ie, ue, ew, i-e, ea, aw, oe, au, o-e, u-e)  of letters and sounds.  
Pupils will be taught and encouraged to read by applying their phonic knowledge and skills to decode using books that match their developing phonic knowledge. 
Once they have encountered a word a few times they should be encouraged to read it  by not overtly sounded out. 
 Pupils will be encouraged to enjoy a range of books and read for enjoyment. They will be exposed to stories, poems, rhymes and non-fiction texts and become familiar with fairy tales. Being encouraged to link these with their own experiences. 
Pupils understanding of what they are reading and what is being read to them will be taught by using pictures, drawing on what they already know, questioning, discussing the title and events, making inferences and predictions. Pupils will be able to explain what is being read to them. 
Pupils will be taught to write words containing the 40+ graphemes already familiar to them, common exception words and the days of the week. Pupils will be taught to name the letters of the alphabet. Pupils will be introduced to adding prefixes and suffixes. (s, es, ing, ed, er, est and –un). 
In Year 1 pupils will be taught to say what they are going to write out loud before they write, to sequence sentences to form short narratives, re-read their writing, discuss their writing and read it aloud clearly. 
Pupils will be taught how to use finger spaces, capital letters, full stops, exclamation marks, question marks and ‘and’. 
In this year pupils will continue to work on their letter formation and will be taught cursive letter formations. 
 
In Year 2 pupils will be taught to read using their phonic knowledge to decode words until it has become embedded and is fluent. Pupils will consolidate their learning in phonics including Phase 5 of letters and sounds. Pupils will be taught Phase 6 of letters and sounds. 
They will be encouraged to read words with increasing fluency when they are becoming more familiar with certain words. Pupils will be taught to read books aloud that match their developing phonetic ability with increasing confidence and fluency. These books will be re-read to build these up. 
 
 
At this stage many children will be reading longer and less familiar texts independently and with increasing fluency. The shift from learning to read to reading to learn takes place and children read for information and for pleasure 
 
 
Pupils will learn about contemporary and classic poetry, stories and non- fiction texts. Pupils will have discussions about sequencing of events in books and how information is related. They will be taught familiar tales and fairy tales and will be able to retell these. They will be taught story language that reoccurs in literature and will discuss their favourite words and phrases. 
Pupils will be introduced to a range of non-fiction texts and learn new vocabulary. 
Pupils will be taught to enjoy a range of poems and will read them with intonation. 
In this Year Pupils will continue to work on their comprehension of what they can read independently and what is read to them. 
They will do this by using back ground information, checking ongoing understanding, making inferences, questioning and predicting in discussions. 
 
In this year pupils will be becoming more confident using the correct graphemes to represent phonemes. They will be taught common exception words, more words in contacted forms and the possessive apostrophe. 
Pupils will be taught to adding prefixes and suffixes. (s, es, ing, ed, er, est and –un, -ment, -ness, -ful, -less, -ly). 
Pupils will be able to write from memory short dictated sentences using the spelling patterns that they have previously learnt. 
In their writing pupils will be taught to write narratives, about real events, plays, poetry and to continue to write for different purposes. 
Pupils will be taught to plan what they will write before using a variety of methods. Pupils will also be taught to edit their work. They will be taught to read aloud their work using intonation. 

Building towards… Y2

This will help children to prepare for year 2 by having identifiable letters that are mostly formed correctly. They will be able to read phonetically plausible short books and understand what is happening in them. Children will be started to develop a love of reading by becoming more familiar with fairy tales and traditional tales. 
 
This learning in their writing will help them to develop their short narratives into a wider range of writing for different purposes. 
 
They will be confident in using this punctuation so that they can go on to the learning in year 2 making their writing more interesting. 

Building towards… Y3

Pupils will have developed a love of reading and be ready to read and be read a wider range of texts. They will be confident to read fluently. 
 
Pupils will be more confident in their writing and be writing more words using the correct spellings. They will be able to write for a range of purposes and will be familiar with how to edit their work.
