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	SUBJECT INTENT:
	Intention 1:
To build an English curriculum which develops learning and results in the acquisition of knowledge and skills that can be applied.
To design a curriculum with appropriate subject knowledge, skills and understanding in Speech and Language, Reading and Writing as set out in the National Curriculum so that children can reach and exceed their potential at New Woodlands School and beyond.

Intention 2:
To build a curriculum which develops a love of reading to enhance learning.
To design a curriculum which has reading at its core across all curriculum areas. Through choosing quality texts, we intend to develop a love of reading and allow children to recognise the pleasure they can get from their reading, as well as an understanding that reading allows them to discover new knowledge, revisit prior knowledge, understand more about what they learn and experience new worlds fuelling their imagination for ideas to use in their own work.

Intention 3: 
To provide opportunities across all curricular areas for the development and application of Speaking, Listening and Writing skills to help all pupils learn. 
To design a wider curriculum that provides regular opportunities for pupils to use and apply the writing and spoken language skills they have acquired from the English Curriculum.

	Building on… 
Pupils will be taught cursive handwriting and to focus on making their letter formation legible. 
 
Pupils will be encouraged to expand their knowledge of prefixes and suffixes. They will be taught new vocabulary and to read exception words. Pupils that are not yet at this level will continue to be taught through phonics. 
 
Pupils will be encouraged to have positive attitudes towards reading. They will listen and discuss a wide range of fiction, poetry, plays, non-fiction and reference texts. 
Pupils will be encouraged to understand what they read and be introduced to new vocabulary by being taught to use dictionaries. Pupils will increase their familiarity with a wide range of books with particular emphasis on fairy stories, myths and legends and retelling some of these orally.  
 
Pupils will be taught to understand what they read by checking it makes sense, questioning, making inferences and predictions and summarising. 
 
Pupils will use non-fiction texts to retrieve and record information. They will participate in discussions about what is read to them and what they have read. 
Pupils will be taught to write from memory simple sentences, dictated by the teacher, that include words and punctuation taught so far. They will be taught spellings appropriate for their ability and use further suffixes and prefixes. 
Pupils will continue to build on their skills to use the possessive apostrophe and write plurals. Pupils will be taught how to use dictionaries to check their spellings. 
 
In this year pupils will be taught to write by planning using and discussing texts that are similar. Writing drafts orally composing, using varied sentences structures and using a wide range of vocabulary, organising paragraphs in narratives, settings, character descriptions and plots. In non-fiction writing they will be taught to use headings and sub-headings. 
Pupils will be taught to evaluate and edit their writing, proof read and discuss. They will continue to work on reading aloud their writing with increasing fluency, tone and intonation. 
 
Pupils will continue to extend their sentences by using conjunctions such as when, if because and although. They will be taught to use the past and present tense including in verbs. They will be encouraged to use a wide range of vocabulary and taught to use conjunctions, adverbs, prepositions and to use fronted adverbials. Pupils will continue to be taught punctuation in the earlier years and will be taught how to use commas and speech.
