	Intention 1:

Intention 2:

Through choosing quality texts, we intend to develop a love of reading and allow children to recognise the pleasure they can get from their reading, as well as an understanding that reading allows them to discover new knowledge, revisit prior knowledge, understand more about what they learn and experience new worlds fuelling their imagination for ideas to use in their own work.

Intention 3: 
To provide opportunities across all curricular areas for the development and application of Speaking, Listening and Writing skills to help all pupils learn. 
To design a wider curriculum that provides regular opportunities for pupils to use and apply the writing and spoken language skills they have acquired from the English Curriculum.

	Building on… 

Pupil’s positive attitudes towards reading will continue to be developed and encouraged. Their work in Year 3 will be continued as well as being taught to read books that are structured in different ways and reading for a range of purposes. In this year pupils teaching will have a focus on identifying themes and conventions in a wide range of books building upon their work from year 3. 
Pupils will be taught to read and perform play scripts and poems, discussing how to capture the reader’s interest and looking at different forms of poetry. 
 
Pupils will be taught to understand what they read by checking it makes sense, questioning, making inferences and predictions, summarising and looking at language, structure and presentation. 
 
Pupils will continue to use non-fiction texts to retrieve and record information. They will participate in discussions about what is read to them and what they have read. Taking turns and listening. 
 
Pupils will continue to be taught to write from memory simple sentences, dictated by the teacher, that include words and punctuation taught so far. They will be taught spellings appropriate for their ability and use further suffixes and prefixes. 
Pupils will continue to build on their skills to use the possessive apostrophe and write plurals. Pupils will be taught how to use dictionaries to check their spellings. 
 
In this year pupils will continue to be taught to write by planning using and discussing texts that are similar. Writing drafts orally composing, using varied sentences structures and using a wide range of vocabulary, organising paragraphs in narratives, settings, character descriptions and plots. In non-fiction writing they will be taught to use headings and sub-headings. 
Pupils will be taught to evaluate and edit their writing, proof read and discuss. They will continue to work on reading aloud their writing with increasing fluency, tone and intonation. 
 
Pupils will continue to extend their sentences by using conjunctions such as when, if because and although. They will be taught to use the past and present tense including in verbs. They will be encouraged to use a wide range of vocabulary and taught to use conjunctions, adverbs, prepositions and to use fronted adverbials. Pupils will continue to be taught punctuation in the earlier years and will be taught how to use commas and speech. 
Pupils will be taught how to discuss their work using the grammar, vocabulary and punctuation that they have been taught so far.

They will be enthusiastic and confident readers across a range of texts. They will be able to read silently. They will be able to justify their views about what they have read confidently. 
 
Pupils will be more familiar with and confident in using language in a greater variety of situations, for a variety of audiences and purposes, including through drama, formal presentations and debate. Ready for next year. 
 
Pupils will now be able to write down their ideas with a reasonable degree of accuracy and with good sentence punctuation. 
 
They will have developed as writers and will be able to enhance the effectiveness of what they write with increasing competence. 
 
They will be able to use varied grammar, vocabulary and narrative structures from which they can draw to express their ideas. Pupils should be beginning to understand how writing can be different from speech.
