To design a wider curriculum that provides regular opportunities for pupils to use and apply the writing and spoken language skills they have acquired from the English Curriculum.

	Building on… 

In year 5 Pupils will continue to be taught to write legibly, fluently and with increasing speed. They will be taught how to decide which letters to join and which implement is best suited for which task. 
 
In year 5 pupils will be taught to apply their growing knowledge of root words. They will be encouraged to maintain positive attitudes towards reading. 
Pupils will be taught to understand what they read by continuing to be exposed to a variety of texts and to discuss them. They will be taught to read for a range of purposes and become familiar with a wide range of books including myths, legends and traditional stories, modern fiction, fiction from our literary heritage, and books from other cultures and traditions. 
Pupils will be taught how to recommend books that they have read to their peers and how to give reasons for their choices and viewpoints. Pupils will be taught to identify and discuss themes and conventions in and across a wide range of writing. They will be taught how to make comparisons between books. 
In this year pupils will be encouraged to perform poetry by heart and to read plays aloud using intonation, tone and volume effectively. 
 
Pupils will be taught to understand what they read by checking it makes sense, questioning, making inferences and predictions, summarising and looking at language, structure, presentation and identify how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning. 
 
 
Pupils will continue to be taught further prefixes and suffixes, how to use silent letters in spellings, to distinguish between homophones, morphology and etymology. They will continue to be taught how to use dictionaries and thesauruses. 
 
Pupils will be taught to plan their writing by writing for an audience, developing initial ideas and to develop characters and settings. They will be taught to draft and write by selecting grammar, vocabulary, describing characters, atmosphere and settings, précising longer passages, building cohesion across paragraphs and looking at structure. They will be taught to evaluate and edit their writing by assessing the effectiveness of their writing and others, changing vocabulary, grammar and punctuation to improve it. 
Pupils will be able to proof read their writing. They will be given opportunities perform their own compositions using intonation, volume and movement. 
 
Pupils will be taught to develop their understanding of vocabulary, grammar and punctuation by recognising vocabulary and structures used in formal speech and writing, to use passive verbs, to use the perfect from of verbs, to use expanded noun phrases. They will be taught to use commas, hyphens, brackets, dashes and commas to indicate parenthesis, semi-colons, colons or dashes to mark boundaries, colons for lists and bullet points.
