	Building on…

Communication, vocabulary, grammar and punctuation

Students can communicate using a largely accurate basic vocabulary, and are able to adjust their register, formal and informal, where appropriate. The primary stage curriculum will be reinforced and embedded, with students able to use previously acquired skills and knowledge in both their written and spoken language. They can consistently use adverbs to express time, place and cause.

Reading

Students can read, listen to and discuss a wide range of fiction, non-fiction and reference books or textbooks. They can use dictionaries to check for spelling and word meaning. They are increasing their familiarity with a wide range of books, including fairy stories, myths and legends. This will be evidenced through the main texts and secondary texts in the following units of work: The Boy in the Striped Pyjamas by John Boyne; performance poetry (including Michael Rosen); fantasy short stories; Iron Man by Ted Hughes; and, stories from other cultures.

Writing

Students are starting to organise paragraphs around a theme, using legible and consistently formed handwriting. In narratives, students are beginning to create settings, and in non-narrative writing they are able to use headings and subheadings to logically organise their writing. Students are using basic punctuation consistently through their writing, including full stops and commas. Students can create plots in their fiction writing. They can read their own stories and non-fiction writing fluently to their peers.

Building towards…

Communication, vocabulary, grammar and punctuation

Focus on adverbs and other word types will reinforce the KS1-2 curriculum and prepare students for more advanced language work in Year 8.

Reading

Use of dictionaries as a reference tool will prepare students for using thesauri. Accessing a range of literary types and genres will equip them with the skills necessary to tackle a range of literary texts the following year.

Writing

The basic writing skills and organisation techniques reinforced this year will equip students with skills needed to improve the quality and quantity of their writing in Year 8.
