	Building on…

Communication, vocabulary, grammar and punctuation

By Year 10, students would have learnt to use a vast array of punctuation marks in many contexts. They will be using these in their writing even when not prompted. They will be competent at using commas to break sentences into clauses, especially when using adverbials of time and place.

Students can use repetition as a cohesive device to link ideas across paragraphs, and use a full range of punctuation within a piece of writing. They are able to use semi-colons, colons and dashes to mark the boundary between independent clauses (i.e., it's raining; I'm fed up). They can recognise how words are related by meaning in synonyms and antonyms (i.e., powerful/strong, big/little).

Reading

Studying narrative themes in Year 9 will ensure that students are better placed to access complex historic texts such as Macbeth. They will also have a good understanding of characters in fiction, and how characters’ opinions may change and develop over time. This will prove to be helpful when they study detective fiction.

Students can use their knowledge of words (i.e., root words) to decipher meaning when reading unfamiliar vocabulary. They can prepare poems and plays to perform out loud and can offer one another feedback on performances. Students can explore the meaning of words in context, and understand that words can carry multiple meanings. They can draw inferences, make predictions and discuss themes in a variety of different texts. These skills will be evident when studying the following units as part of AQA Entry Level qualification or GCSE award: Celebrities; Detective; Exhibitions; Travel; a Shakespeare play (Macbeth); and, Volunteering. 

Writing

Focusing on the audience in writing during Year 9 will support their persuasive and life writing in Year 10, in particular when creating travel leaflets and news reports as part of the Travel and Celebrities units.

Students can write fluently and quickly on tools such as a computer, including the use of programmes (such as Word) to frame and structure specific texts (such as a newspaper report or an information leaflet). They have an understanding of character development within a narrative, and understand why authors chose particular settings. They can use description pertaining to the five senses and can describe a variety of factors (individuals, objects, atmosphere, etc.). Students can peer assess both verbally and in written form and can perform their own literary compositions. They are able to ensure that the correct and consistent tense is used throughout a piece of writing. They also have an understanding of narrative types (first-, second- and third-persons).

Building towards…

Communication, vocabulary, grammar and punctuation

Experimenting with advanced punctuation and grammar use this will provide students with the skills and the confidence to write experimentally and creatively in Year 11, and it will improve their general accuracy.

Reading

Linguistic examination of words (root/suffix/prefix) will equip students with the skills to examine the use of rhetoric and other literary devices in a range of texts and spoken word (speeches, etc.) in Year 11. The focus on language and words as both symbolic and literal will support their study of a Shakespeare play which will focus on the use of language.

Writing

Writing newspaper article will introduce the notion of opinion writing for students, preparing them for using an individual voice, and sharing a point of view, in their writing and presenting in Year 11.
