Communication, vocabulary, grammar and punctuation

Focussing on using a wide range of punctuation in Year 10 will form a foundation for Year 11 where the focus will be using the same punctuation in more creative ways. Students will be encourage to experiment with the language and SPaG skills hitherto acquired in order to take ownership of their learning and to become confident in their use of the English language.

Students are beginning to use higher level terminology and vocabulary on a more frequent basis, and their spelling is generally accurate with minor mistakes on higher level language. They are using punctuation to emphasize points or emotions in creative and unique ways. Students are using vocabulary in a way that engages audiences or readers.

Reading

Studying the entomology and structure of words in Year 10 will allow students to analyse the use of words and language at a higher level in Year 11, and to draw interpretations.

Students are making some attempt at a detailed exploration of textual evidence (e.g., explaining the association of different words in an image, or exploring connotations in a political speech). They are able to consider wider implications or significance of information, events or ideas in a text (e.g., tracing how details contribute to overall meaning).Students can adapt their talk to the demands of different contexts with increasing confidence. They are usually fluent in their use of standard English and in formal situations. These skills will be evident when studying the following units as part of AQA Entry Level qualification or GCSE award: Adventure; Education; Fashion; Sport; Shakespeare (Romeo and Juliet); and, Transport.

Writing

Having already written a range of text types in Year 10, students will focus using a wider range of rhetorical skills when writing standard forms (i.e., newspaper articles and persuasive letters). The SPaG skills taught hitherto will be largely present and obvious in students’ writing, usually without prompt.

Students are able to write long texts, accurately using a variety of devices at text level (paragraphs, subheading, chapters, etc.). They can adapt a convincing individual voice, or point of view, established and mostly sustained throughout a piece of writing. Students’ writing clearly takes account of the readers' likely reaction (e.g., paragraphs of differing lengths, use of narrative flashback). Within paragraphs, they are utilising cohesive devices that contribute to emphasis and effect (e.g., adverbials as sentence starters) Students use syntax and a full range of punctuation consistently accurately in a variety of sentence structures, with occasional errors in ambitious structures (e.g., some use of semicolons not always accurate). They are capable of generally correct spelling of ambitious and common words.

Building towards…

An English AQA Entry Level Certificate (Silver or Gold) award or GCSE will allow leavers to pursue further studies in English in college, or it will equip them with the sufficient level of English to succeed in the workplace.
