	Pupils will learn life on earth is dependent on photosynthesis to fix carbon dioxide and produce the organic molecules used as the fuels for respiration and life processes. They will describe how living organisms interact with one another and their environment in many different ways. They will analyse how human behaviours may have beneficial or detrimental effects on natural populations and the environment. Pupils will describe how the chemicals in the environment are continually cycling through the natural world. They will reiterate life on earth has evolved over time by natural selection, which accounts for biodiversity and how organisms are related. Pupils will describe how the characteristics of living things depend on both their environment and their genome as well as explaining humans can now use genetic engineering to modify organisms.

By the end of Year 10, pupils have studied the structure of the human body – its cells, tissues, organs and systems. They have studied how the human body stays healthy and fights off infectious diseases.

	Acids react with metals, alkalis and bases to produce compounds known as salts. Many chemical reactions produce a change in temperature. Chemical reactions can be made to go faster or slower by changing the conditions. The Earth’s atmosphere has changed over billions of years. Human activities increase the amounts of some substances in the atmosphere. Water that is safe to drink is essential for human health.

	Summer 1
	AQA ELC SCIENCE PHYSICS 
Component 6: Electricity, Magnetism and Waves

	Pupils will describe electricity is used in domestic and industrial situations to supply energy. They will explain electric current is a flow of electrical charge and use a voltmeter to measure it in amps. Pupils will learn direct current (dc) is supplied by cells and alternating current (ac) is supplied by the mains, but in both cases the size of the current depends on the resistance in the circuit. They will explain when a current flows through a coil of wire an electromagnet is formed, which like permanent magnets, can exert a force over a distance. Pupils will describe how electric currents can also be used to produce electromagnetic waves, which have many uses including the transmission of information and the transfer of energy from one place to another.
	
	Building on…
By the end of Year 10, pupils will have learnt a force can be a push or a pull to change an object’s speed, direction of movement and shape. The movement of objects is called an energy transfer and can be measured in newtons. Pupils will be able to describe how forces can be contact forces, where objects must touch each other to exert a force. Other forces are non-contact forces, where objects do not have to touch each other. These include: gravity magnetism and forces due to static electricity.
