	SUBJECT INTENT:
	The RE learning at the Primary level of the National Curriculum is a pre cursor to the Secondary model. 
It coincides with the wider school curriculum to elicit a sense of awe and wonder in the pupils for the world around them; it aims to give pupils a deeper understanding of local faith communities and the role they have in the wider community through visits to local places of worship and welcoming members of local faith communities into the school for assemblies and community activities.

Whilst Christianity has been allocated the largest amount of content and has therefore been allocated more curriculum time, the 5 other major world faiths have each been allocated an equal amount of curriculum time with each other across the 2 Key Stages.

Thematic units are either compulsory or optional and within these there are sometimes choices that can be made about which faiths and beliefs might be included. Christianity is a compulsory basis of all units and is not optional.

	Building on…

Concepts such as submission, obedience and the infallibility of the Qur’an will be applied in the context of the religious journeys in order to enable students to interpret the relative significance and strictness of Islamic practices

	Building on… 

In Autumn 2, students will examine the importance of Hajj, as well as festivals. Throughout this topic students will apply their previously developed religious literacy around concepts like prayer, worship, ritual, charity, pilgrimage, and denominations in order to analyse the specific characteristics of religious practices within Islam. 

Building towards… 

Students will develop their knowledge and understanding of Islamic practices in order to support their further understanding of Pilgrimages across other religions. Students will return to their understanding of Islam in the thematic units and visit to the local Mosque in Downham.  It is hoped that Pupils develop a secure understanding of Islam away from misconceptions and prejudice, enabling them to knowledgeably tackle islamophobia and appropriately engage with Islam in other academic contexts
