This topic provides a foundational understanding of Islamic beliefs which will inform the latter study of Islamic practices. In Summer 1, students will examine the Five Pillars of Islam, as well as Jihad and Islam’s denominations. Throughout this topic students will apply their previously developed religious literacy around concepts like prayer, worship, ritual, charity, pilgrimage, and denominations in order to analyse the specific characteristics of religious practices within Islam. 

Building towards… 

Students will develop their knowledge and understanding of Islamic practices during Summer 1, in order to support their further evaluation and interpretation of these practices in Summer 1, returning to the concepts of Jihad and Hadith in further interpretative detail. Students will return to their understanding of Islam in the ‘religion in society’ topic while considering the significance of misconceptions around religion and religion’s cultural influence. Moving forwards, students will have developed a secure understanding of Islam away from misconceptions and prejudice, enabling them to knowledgeably tackle islamophobia and appropriately engage with Islam in other academic contexts
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
