	Investigating Our World

· Use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping to locate countries and describe features studied.
· Use the eight points of a compass, four and six-figure grid references, symbols and key (including the use of Ordnance Survey maps) to build their knowledge of the United Kingdom and the wider world.
· Understand the processes that give rise to key physical and human geographical features of the world, how these are interdependent and how they bring about spatial variation and change over time.

	Building on: 
In year 4 children study the topic Interconnected World. They will have looked at the significant physical features of the UK including the National Rail network and UK canal network. They will have learnt about renewable and non-renewable energy. They will have developed their skills around using a compass, map reading involving four and six-figure grid references and Fieldwork involving a local enquiry. They will have explored countries  in the tropics of Cancer and Capricorn and the climate and culture of North and South America.  
Building towards:
In year 6 children will study the topic: Our Changing World. They will look at the features of Earth including the Arctic and Antarctic Circles, climate change and  extreme weather. They will explore natural resource management and worldwide trade. They will continue to strengthen their map skills by using time zones, latitude and longitude, map scale, grid references, contours and symbols. Children will carry out fieldwork by completing a local enquiry around settlement patterns.

	Magnificent Mountains
	· Children find out about the major mountains of the world and the UK. They find out the different ways in which mountains have been formed, and how different features of mountain ranges have been shaped over time.

consider what the weather is like in a mountainous environment and to evaluate the impact that tourism has on a mountainous region.
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	Building on:

In Year 3 pupils visited Rocks, Relics and Rumbles. Pupils studied layers of the Earth; Rocks; Plate tectonics; Ring of Fire, Features of volcanoes, Lines of latitude and longitude, Volcanic eruptions and Earthquakes
Building towards: 
In Secondary Geography, Pupils will study, ‘Will we ever know enough about earthquakes and volcanoes to live safely?’ They will explore the destructive nature of volcanoes and earthquakes, how they form underneath the earth’s surface and what humans are doing to deal with their destructive nature.
