	Dinosaur Planet

	· Developing children’s knowledge of prehistory. Children will learn about dinosaurs and fossils, and the amazing discoveries of palaeontologists such as Mary Anning.
· Skills: Identify some key features of a significant historical event beyond living memory.
· Knowledge: Significant historical events include those that cause great change for large numbers of people. Key features of significant historical events include the date it happened, the people and places involved and the consequences of the event.
· Skill: Understand the term significant and explain why a significant individual is important.
· Knowledge: A person who is historically significant has made big changes in their lifetime, has been a good or bad role model, were known in their lifetime, made people's lives better or worse or changed the way people think.
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	Building on:
From the Early Years, children should have experienced and be able to talk about the lives of the people around them and their roles in society. Know some similarities and differences between things in the past and now, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class. Understand the past through settings, characters and events encountered in books read in class and storytelling.

Building towards: 

In year 2 children will learn about events beyond living memory that are significant nationally or globally. They will learn about the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements.

	War and Remembrance 
	· This War and Remembrance unit will teach pupils about this significant event in British and global history: the First World War and 

· Remembrance Day. The children will also find out about Walter Tull, a significant individual in British history who was the first black British Army officer. They will deepen their historical awareness and understanding by studying photographic primary sources and taking part in speaking and listening activities. 
· As well as finding out why and how Remembrance Day is marked, the unit covers the experiences of 

· soldiers in the trenches, the animals who helped them and the importance of women's roles on the Home Front

	Building on:

Pupils should be able to talk about the reasons as to why people go into battle. Looking at the elements of war, violence and disagreements among nations. Pupils will talk about some of the key events and countries involved in the First World War;

recall key facts about the life of Walter Tull and  why he is significant in history; describe some experiences of men, women and animals involved in the First World War;
Building towards: 

Pupils will work towards looking at Britain at War in Year 6, a study of an aspect or theme in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066. Pupils will focus on some of the key aspects that made World War1 so brutal.
