	Autumn 1&2
	Gods and Mortals
	Children will develop their knowledge of the ancient Greeks. Children learn how and when the ancient Greek civilisation flourished, and understand their culture, armies and heroes.
· Learn about Ancient Greece – a study of Greek life and achievements and their influence on the western world.

· Understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically valid questions and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses.

· Understand the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed.
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	Building on:
In year 2 children learned about the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. Through studying their lives they compared aspects of life in different periods.

Building towards: 

In year 4 children will study Ancient Civilizations including Ancient Sumer; Ancient Egypt and Indus Valley civilisation. They will learn about a non-European society that provides contrasts with British history. They will learn about the achievements of the earliest civilizations including an overview of where and when the first civilizations appeared and a depth study of one of the following: Ancient Sumer; The Indus Valley; Ancient Egypt; The Shang Dynasty of Ancient China.
