	Autumn 1
	World War 2
	This enquiry focusses on the key events of the Second World War, and how important each was to British Victory: Dunkirk, the Battle of Britain, D-Day, the Battle of Stalingrad and the Battle of Berlin. Students will evaluate the relative importance of each to each other, and whether or not they changed the course of the War.
	Turning point Significance RAF Empire Soldiers
	Building on… 

Students will link their overview of the war to their knowledge of WWI, the Treaty of Versailles and the rise of Hitler. Having studied these in detail, students will not need to spend more time on their significance here, and can instead spend their time evaluating the key events of the war.

This enquiry builds directly into their enquiry on the Holocaust, which was happening concurrently. This enquiry looks at key events that will build cultural literacy in our students. The knowledge gained here will also be beneficial to their study of the Cold War.

	Spring 1
	The Holocaust 
	Students will study the Holocaust through a range of sources and artefacts belonging to real people. The focus on micro-histories mean the victims, perpetrators and collaborators of the Holocaust are given names and faces, and the impact of the Holocaust is truly explored on a personal level

	Building on… 

Their knowledge of the rise of Hitler will be particularly important in this enquiry, as students study the impact of Hitler’s policies on thousands of lives. The focus here however is lesson significant figures such as Hitler and the Nazis, and more on the everyday people. 

Building towards… 

A wider understanding of how a lack of tolerance can lead to a global impact. The Holocaust left lasting scars on entire communities and families in the 20th century that can still be felt today.

	Spring 2
	Cold War 
	Students will learn about Europe in the aftermath of the Second World War, and how the Superpowers dealt with Germany, and the subsequent tensions that began to form. 
	Grand Alliance Communism Capitalism Satellite State NATO
	Building on… 

In this enquiry students will build on knowledge gained in their Weimar and Nazi Germany module, and at KS3, of what Europe was like at the end of the Second World War, and what communism and capitalism are. This also links to previous learning through the PDC and RS of different ideologies and schools of thought. 

Building towards… 

This enquiry sets the scene for the later developments and conflicts of the cold war, as well as providing the foundational understanding of the relationship between the Superpowers and their satellite states.

	Summer 1
	Civil Rights 
	This enquiry focuses on the segregation and persecution of Black Americans from the 1940s onwards. Students will look at key events and people, and how they helped AfricanAmericans fight for more equal rights in America, and how significant each of these people and events were to that fight

	Building on… 

Having studied one form of racial persecution and prejudice (Anti-Semitism and the Holocaust), students will build on their knowledge of black people in the Americas they gained in Year 8 to look at more modern race relations. 

Building towards… 

This is a huge topic even in the 21st century, so this enquiry will enable our students to engage in debates on race in the modern day with a foundation of knowledge of the Civil Rights Movement throughout the 20th century. 

	Summer 2
	Empire Windrush 
	In this enquiry students engage with a study of migration and race relations in Great Britain. They will explore who the ‘Windrush Generation’ were, and reactions to their migration to Britain and impact on culture, particularly in London.
	Immigration Commonwealth Race Relations Act
	Building on… 

This enquiry consolidates a number of strands, including persecution of minorities, migration, and even the political power of social groups. Their knowledge of the British Empire, Slave Trade, Civil Rights in the USA and the Second World War will all play a part in enabling students to explore the impact of migration on Britain. 

Building towards… 
Students having a greater understanding of the complexity and diversity of British society, While there is a Migration study in their GCSE course, the aim of this enquiry is to ensure all students have the same base level of understanding of the impact of migration, and contributions migrants have made to our culture in the 21st century. 
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
